Bring Dark Skies Home

If you would like to take steps to protect your
night sky, try following these simple guidelines:
U Light only where you need it.

U Light only when you need it.

O Shield lights and direct them downward.

O Use the minimum amount of light necessary.
O Select bulbs with warmer colors.

U Select the most energy-efficient
bulbs and fixtures.

O Keep indoor light inside. Tightly close blinds
and curtains when lights are on at night.

Set Out to Stargaze

O Chart your start - Study a star chart before
you set out. Choose a celestial object and find
out what time it will it be in view.

O Bundle up - Desert nights get cold, even
in summer.

O Bring out the blankets and pull up a chair -
Looking straight up can be a pain in the neck.

O Lights out - Switch flashlights off or to red.
It takes 15 minutes to develop your night
vision to see fainter stars.

O Sky landmarks - Use the North Star as
a landmark to find constellations and
objects in the sky.

O Spy in the sky - Star formations, planets,
meteors, and satellites.
